General Social Science

The ideal introduction to several Social Science
disciplines, this general program can lead to a wide
range of university programs and careers. You can
select introductory and upper-level courses from
Administration, Anthropology, Economics, Geography,
History, Philosophy, Political Science, Psychology,
Religion and Sociology. If you also wish to take one or
two Math courses, you should speak with an Academic
Advisor.

Commerce

You may have already set sights on a career in
accounting, finance, marketing, international business
or law. Or you may plan to run your own business. The
Commerce Profile provides excellent preparation for
university study in these fields. And, because
Commerce falls within the domain of Social Science,
you’ll receive training in critical thinking and
methodology. Commerce students at Marianopolis are required to take the Math courses that are
needed for university studies in business administration, commerce, mathematics, statistics and some
computer science programs. If you opt for Honours Commerce, you will also participate in special
extracurricular activities and take a special business-case course.

Psychology

yourself and others. In the Marianopolis Psychology Profile you'll meet experienced psychologists from
a wide variety of specialty areas, such as the study of children, adolescents, abnormal psychology,
human relations and more...all of whom are eager to share with you their knowledge, experience and
enthusiasm.
